following information regarding your participation in the event. 

EVENT DETAILS  

 Registration Deadline:  May 4, 2013 
 Show date:  Saturday, May 18, 2013 
 Time: Warm-up begins at 3:30pm - Show begins at 4:15pm – Ends 5:30pm 

ELIGIBILITY  

 All local skaters are invited to participate.  Eligibility to perform in the 
show will be categorized, and prioritized if necessary, by the following: 

 1.  Centennial Skating Club (CSC) Members 

 2.  Sertich “Learn to Skate” (LTS) Instructors and Skaters 

 3.  All Other Skaters (non-associated) 

REGISTRATION FEES 

 CSC members and LTS participants:  $25 – per skater, first program 
       $15 – per skater, each addl. program 

 Non-associated Skaters: $35 – per skater, first program 
     $15 – per skater, each addl. program 

Please Note:  All registered skaters will be given the opportunity to perform at least 
one program.  Additional programs will then be granted based on ice time availability.  
Skaters registering for more than one program will receive a refund for any programs 
that cannot be performed due to production time limitations. 

PROGRAM NOTES  

 Each skater must complete a registration form and include the SONG 
TITLE and CATEGORY for each skating program (if more than one).  Duplicate 
program music will not be accepted.  In the event that 2 or more skaters 
register with the same music selection, the “first come, first served” method 
will be used.

Program Categories are:  “Artistic”, “Dramatic”, “Light Entertainment”, 
and “Group”  

Please note that each “Group” member must submit their own 
registration form and fee.  A space has been provided to list the other members 
of the group (for program purposes). 

 Maximum program lengths are determined by skater ability: 

  Basic Skills to Preliminary - 1:40 
  Pre-Juvenile to Intermediate -  2:10 
  Novice to Senior -    2:40 
  Bronze Dance -   1:40 
  Silver Dance -    2:10 
  Gold Dance -    2:40 
 (There is no minimum program length, only a maximum) 
 
 A copy of the program music must be turned into Barbara Rist NO 
LATER THAN APRIL 4, 2013 BY 5:00PM.  CDs only will be accepted.  Each CD 
should be clearly marked with the skater name and song title.  Music may be 
turned in directly or given to the Front Desk at Sertich (placed in an envelope 
with Barbara Rist’s name on it).  It is the skater’s responsibility to ensure their 
music has been turned in and received!  All CDs will be available for pick-up 
immediately following the end of the show.  Uncollected music will be 
discarded. 
 

PROPS are allowed if they can be carried by the skater, both on and off 
the ice, quickly and easily.   

RINK/SHOW INFORMATON 

 Skaters must be at the rink on performance day, May 18th, no later than 
3:15pm.   

 Skaters will have the use of one dressing room, for costume changes and 
back stage waiting area, starting no later than 3:30pm (you will be advised if the 
dressing room opens up earlier).  Skaters are responsible for all costumes and 
personal articles left in the dressing room. 

 All skaters must stay until the end of the show; for Performance 
Announcements, Recognition, and Bows.
